The famous unknown
He lives in St. Geertruid, a little village of about 1,500 inhabitants in the countryside of Limburg. Willy Molin, a fancier of 70 years old, lives in the hills in the south of Limburg. He always worked hard in the building trade; hard labour was what he asked of himself and his pigeons.

He started with pigeons in the early 50-ties, always looking to quality and not to quantity. He specialised in the long distances: from 800 to 1100 km: St. Vincent, Dax, Soustons, Bordeaux, Pau, Lourdes, Montauban, Bergerac, Narbonne, Marseille and Perpignan. Throughout the years he won every race in the district and region.

There is not a lot to say about his system. He is of the old standard:

· no floor cleaning;

· just training the youngsters;

· no medicines;

· no great names;

· the quality of the pigeons makes the standard.

His advice to other fanciers is very famous in the area. In winter some friends come to show  their pigeons, Willy studies: the heartbeat, which is a standard of the pigeons’inside, and the muscles of the pigeon. He gave a lot of excellent advices.

Throughout the years many fanciers found their way to St. Geertruid, however not because of  videofims, articles or pedigrees, but on account of his great performances.

Willy’s health was not very good after 2001, in 2006 his condition got worse. During the race of St. Vincent he collapsed and had to be taken to hospital. He could not race his pigeons any more.

At the beginning of October 2006 he decided to stop with the pigeon sport. A difficult decision, however understandable. The curtains fall after 5 decades. 
Willy, a man who did not search any publicity: the results of his pigeons did it for him!
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
